When one computer system is set up to communicate with another computer system,
connectivity becomes the sixth system element. In other words, the manner in which the various
individual systems are connected - for example, by phone lines, microwave transmission, or
satellite - is an element of the total computer system.

Software is the term used to describe the instructions that tell the hardware how to
perform a task. Without software instructions, the hardware doesn’t know what to do. People,
however, are the most important component of the computer system: they create the computer
software instructions and respond to the procedures that those instructions present.



The basic job of computer is processing information. Computers accept information in
the form of instruction called a programmer and characters called data to perform mathematical
and logical operations, and then give the results. The data is raw material while information is
organized, processed, refined and useful for decision making. Computer is used to convert data
into information.
